Bylaw Amendment Submission 1: 
 
I, Jason Fisher would like to propose the following Bylaw Amendment 
To Change 
Article VI - Meetings 
A. General Membership Meetings 

1. Annual Meeting 
The Annual General Membership Meeting shall be held at the Annual Convention on the last day. 

2. Special Meetings 
Special Meetings may be called by a majority vote of the Governing Committee, or by the presentation of a petition 
signed by one-forth (1/4) of the membership, or one hundred (100) members, whichever is smaller. The Governing 
Committee must arrange for a Special Meeting to be held within sixty (60) days of the presentation of the petition. 

3. Announcements of General Membership Meetings 
All General Membership Meetings, whether Annual or Special, must be announced to all Members of CoastCon by 
notice either deposited in the US Mail, or emailed to the email address of record, not less than thirty (30) days prior to 
the General Membership Meeting. Announcement of a General Membership meeting must include the time and place of 
the Meeting, and the Order of Business of the Meeting. 

To 
Article VI - Meetings 
A. General Membership Meetings 

1. Annual Meeting 
The Annual General Membership Meeting shall be held at the Annual Convention at 2pm on Sunday. 

2. Special Meetings 
Special Meetings may be called by a majority vote of the Governing Committee, or by the presentation of a petition 
signed by one-forth (1/4) of the membership, or one hundred (100) members, whichever is smaller. The Governing 
Committee must arrange for a Special Meeting to be held within sixty (60) days of the presentation of the petition. 

3. Announcements of General Membership Meetings 
Special General Membership Meetings and General Membership Meetings where Bylaw Amendments will be voted 
on, must be announced to all Members of CoastCon by notice either deposited in the US Mail, or emailed to the email 
address of record, not less than thirty (30) days prior to the General Membership Meeting. Announcement of a Special 
General Membership meeting must include the time and place of the Meeting, and the Order of Business of the Meeting. 

The intention of this Bylaw Amendment is to: 
1. Not burden the treasury of CoastCon with a mandatory mailed announcement of 
the General Membership Meeting which happens at roughly the same time every 
year. 
2. Only require an announcement of the General Membership Meeting if there are 
any Bylaw Amendments to be voted on. 
3. Prevent any confusion as to the ability to conduct regular business per the 
Bylaws-set agenda, and to hold elections at the General Membership Meeting.

8. Limited Attendees  
Limited Attenders are entitled to attend limited events at a CoastCon Convention (such as the dealers 
room or dance) and/or other, non-annual convention scheduled events (such as mini-conventions or 
promotional game days). The Governing Committee shall set the membership rates for these different 
events. The Governing Committee shall determine by individual event if these attendees should have 
the right to be mailed CoastCon literature. Limited Attendees do not have the right to vote nor seek or 
hold office on the Governing Committee.

Article III - Members  

B. Ejecting Members and Denying Membership  

 

Any member of CoastCon who, in the opinion of two (2) members of the Governing 

Committee, creates a disturbance or breaks the established rules of CoastCon at the 

Annual Convention or other CoastCon event my be ejected from that event for not less 

than two (2) hours and not more than eight (8 ) hours. Any person who creates a 

disturbance at the Annual Convention or other CoastCon event, or who breaks the 

established rules of CoastCon, may have his/her membership revoked by a majority vote 

of the Governing Committee.

Quote: 

Article III - Members  

 

B. Ejecting Members  

Any member of CoastCon who, in the opinion of two (2) members of the 

Governing Committee, creates a disturbance or breaks the established rules of 

CoastCon at the Annual Convention or other CoastCon event my be ejected from 

that event for not less than two (2) hours and not more than eight (8 ) hours. 

Any person who creates a disturbance at the Annual Convention or other 

CoastCon event, or who breaks the established rules of CoastCon, may have 

his/her membership revoked by a majority vote of the Governing Committee for 

that event. Revoked memberships are non-refundable, are non-transferable and 

are not given any of the previous stated benefits of membership.

Membership meeting must include the time and place of the Meeting, and the Order of 

Business of the Meeting.  

Any member of CoastCon may request notification by mail, by presenting the 
Secretary of the Governing Committee with a Self-Addressed Stamped Envelope 

(SASE). This notice must be deposited in the US Mail not less than (30) days prior to 
the General Membership Meeting. If the SASE is used to announce a Special General 
Membership Meeting, the member must replace it to receive the notice for the 
Annual Meeting.
